Alire Initiative workgroup members hope that Initiative content will be used to not only inspire librarians and library supporters and encourage frontline advocacy in general - but also to train frontline employees and supporters as well as train the trainers of frontline employees.  Initiative content is being designed and delivered to provide significant resources for speakers for all types of events including “elevator” speeches, luncheon presentations (one hour), brown bag programs (one and ½ to two hours), 1/2 day and whole day trainings and workshops ( three hours for ½ day; 5 to 6 hours for full day trainings and workshops.)

· Groups requesting a speaker– if no Initiative money is available - should plan on paying speaker’s travel and lodging and – if needed – reproduction of handouts, however no honorarium is necessary.

· Initiative materials are not available for sale and should not be sold or resold and there are no costs associated with using Initiative toolkit materials. 
· Groups should explore the possibility of virtual presentations. Have a webinar in mind? A teleconference? 
Groups are encouraged to:

· Seek partners to share costs if full funding is not available.
· Start early!
· Call with alternate dates, if possible.
